3. Public Comments

Last year when we held Relay for Life over 200 students participated, and we raised $20,000.00.  We need to say that we are affiliated with a student organization so that we can book rooms for events until we become recognized.  We get a budget from the American Cancer Society.

IFRAD ISLAM: Because of recent resignations, we have been having some trouble.  Calvin Choi resigned earlier this week, Matt Diamond resigned last meeting, and so did Angelica Surra.  Brendan Golubjatnikov has also just resigned as the representative for Hughes Hall.

HAKEEM HINDI: Motion to appoint Brendan Golubjatnikov as a fill member onto the Judiciary Committee.

a. Organizational Committee Report: Ali Canino ‘12

ALI CANINO: The PCF allocations are on the back of the Agenda.  In our guidelines we have $5,000.00 earmarked for September.  SLP helped us put together the allocations, we gave money for CUSC Bingo, and we have the remainder plus $5,000.00

JILL JOHNSON: Is that for the entire quarter?

ALI CANINO: For the year, we usually cap all allocations at $300.00.  We also had out SLP Leadership Workshop, 2 people came.

a. Operations Reports

i. President: Ifrad Islam ‘10

IFRAD ISLAM: Last Monday we had a meeting about the Unruly Party Ordinance.  We went over the expectations, and the ordinance, pointed out the items we find to be unfair or wrong.  Since Monday night we put the Ordinance up on our website www.cuscweb.com  so that everyone can read it, it wasn’t available before.  The public hearing is tomorrow at 6:30 pm at City Hall, there will be about 20-30 Clark students attending, we want as many people as possible to come; we are providing transportation to there and back, it will be leaving from Maywood at 5:45.  Please tell people to come, wear Clark shirts, and make posters.  


Petitions are due September 14th by 5 pm, we already have about 10 back.  If you find them under the door, please put them in the bottom shelf of the inboxes.  There is a 9 pm meeting that night in Rosenblatt.  David LeBoeuf is working with media groups for the debate.  Elections are the 28th and 29th, Laura Hansen is working with Big Pulse to set them up.

IFRAD ISLAM: About $95,000.00

MIKE MCKENNA: There was $98,000.00 minus $2,700.00 for Big Pulse, around $95,000.00, plus $12,000.00 from rollover expenditure in the ’09 Fiscal Year.

8. Unfinished Business

a. Updates on Millennium Leadership Conference

DAVID LEBOEUF: Laura Hansen, Himal and I discussed a bylaw for MLC, went over options for funding, will meet with Wes Gatson and the members who set up the conference, duty is to write bylaw that MLC wants, this is coming from them and can be sponsored by a representative.  We are offering tactical support.

IFRAD ISLAM: September 23rd is the deadline for a first draft.

b. Internal Procedures

ALI CANINO: What are we supposed to do with the internal procedures?  Look at, resubmit?

IFRAD ISLAM: Edit them if you need to, and re-submit.

9. New Business

a. Review of Campus Alcohol Policy

IFRAD ISLAM: Jacob Nathan wants to review the university’s alcohol policy, wants to be able t hold events serving alcohol open to those who are 18 or older.  Now, events that have alcohol are pretty much restricted to only seniors.  He has a formal proposal, met with Mike McKenna today, it doesn’t look good, but is worth a try if he wants to pursue it.  Billy and I meet with Deans Wright and Darrigrand, talk about the feasibility with them.  Talk to constituents to see if they want this.

JILL JOHNSON: Never see 21 plus events, would this mean they could bring alcohol to Spree Day or concerts?

IFRAD ISLAM: Looking for bar in the Grind, Tilton, etc.  Alcohol would have to be purchased there, and the bar would have to be tended by Dining Services.

ALI CANINO: Would PEC pay for alcohol?

IFRAD ISLAM: PEC approached with proposal, alcohol would be purchased by the consumers.

BILLY ADMAS: I’m not taking a stand, but I think we should investigate and see the interest level.

IFRAD ISLAM: Jacob needs to polish his proposal, provide us with a copy and find out how people feel as individuals, what does the constituency want?

b. Administrative and Trustee Committees

IFRAD ISLAM: We’re going to play a game called filling up the Administrative and Trustee Committees, it’s critical to fill these positions, and even more difficult now because people are not prepared to fill out the applications.  We need to plug the positions, so we are assigning one spot from each committee to each representative for them to get people to apply.  There is pressure on CUSC to get these positions filled, October 31st is the first Board meeting, want applications in by next Wednesday.

Jill Johnson: Affirmative Action and Sexual Respect Committee (2 positions); Academic Affairs (2 positions)

Julian Kronick: Center for Excellence in Teaching and Learning (1 position); Media Coordinator, which is a paid position by CUSC, work for CUSC by filming and editing each meeting and burning it to DVD, needs to have a handycam.

Ali Canino: College Board (3 positions), Kevin McKenna may have some students in mind, but they still need to apply; Alumni Affairs (2 positions)

Katie McGonagle: Convocation and Academic Orientation Committee (2 positions); Shareholders Committee (2 positions)

Laura Faulkner: Commencement Committee (1 position); Environment Committee (4 positions)

Brendan Golubjatnikov: Library Committee (1 position); help Laura work with Environment Committee (4 positions)

Hakeem Hindi: Athletic Committee (1 position)

Himal Jayasekara: Undergraduate Academic Board (2 positions); Student Affairs Committee (2 positions)

Billy Adams: Junior Trustee Liaison (1 position)

Ifrad Islam: Senior Trustee Liaison (1 position)

Laura Hansen: Administrative Trustee Liaison (1 position)

David LeBoeuf: Assistant Treasurer (1 position)

BILLY ADAMS: CUSC members can apply, but we should try to get others to apply as well.

JILL JOHNSON: Are there descriptions of the positions?

IFRAD ISLAM: All will get an application to use as a resource, there are descriptions in them.

c. Request for Funding for Renovations in Grind

MIKE MCKENNA: Last semester asked for money for renovations in the Grind, need new lights, mike stands, and monitor board.  The old board was flat, and in the convenience of moving things, speakers and other heavy items were always stored on top of it, which led to the board breaking.  Took it to get repaired, but was told that it was dead, so needed to buy a new board, which are expensive, usually go from the thousands to ten thousands.  Found a board that cost $6,000.00 and got it for $4,700.00, had to buy over the summer.  New board is slanted, so won’t get broken because can’t place things on top of it.  Used often by student groups, come from capital expenditure, long range investment.  Also came with a free T-shirt.

IFRAD ISLAM: If someone wants to make a motion, the sources to pay for this are the equipment fund, cumulative surplus from either capital expenditure or the programming portion.  E-Board would have to vote before the motion could be put to Council.  Would entertain motion for a recess

MOTION PASSED

IFRAD ISLAM: Call to Order at 9:19 pm

LAURA HANSEN: Roll Call

IFRAD ISLAM: E-Board came to the consensus that money should come from the capital expenditure portion of the cumulative surplus, up to $3,000.00.  Currently there is no motion on the table.  

LAURA FAULKNER: Motion to allocate $3,000.00 to PEC from the capital expenditure of the cumulative surplus.

JULIAN KRONICK: Where would the remaining $1,700.00 come from?

MIKE MCKENNA: PEC would pay for it, but then would probably ask for additional special grants through the equipment funds in special requests.

DAVID LEBOEUF: I would oppose that.

ALI CANINO: If PEC wants money, can go to the Grants Committee, it can’t just be given out.

JILL JOHNSON: How often do we give money after it has already been spent?  Do we generally reimburse groups after they make a purchase?

MIKE MCKENNA: When CUSC is in session no, but over the summer no one is around, and things break.

JULIAN KRONICK: Why $3,000.00?

IFRAD ISLAM: The E-Board gave $1,700.00 for equipment for the Grind renovations, the consensus is that lots of money is invested in the Grind already.

MIKE MCKENNA: End of last year, money in the equipment fund, Grind is a high-use space.  Technical equipment gets a lot of wear and tear, 10 years of neglect, upgrading and fixing 2 years ago, surplus $2,300.00, Grind $1,700.00 left could use monitor, new lighting comes from money given last year.

JULIAN KRONICK: $3,000.00 given now, who is paying the balance?

DAVID LEBOEUF: Need to clarify with the Grants Committee, can’t just take money without them meeting.

JESSIE: Could there be an equipment use fee?  Use that money to pay back the $1,700.00?

MIKE MCKENNA: We pay the techs that work the event, if added more fees, would become cost-prohibitive.  People use the board, but PEC is the heaviest user, justified that they bear some of the expense.

ALI CANINO: If PEC had problems paying, they wouldn’t have bought it in the first place.

HAKEEM HINDI: PEC absorbing cost; who is in charge of maintaining the Grind?

IFRAD ISLAM: PEC is the heaviest user of the Grind

Also, tell the police feedback, goes straight to Chief Goutlet.  Requests for PCF, go to clarku.edu/PCF, goes to Ali Canino.  Co-sponsorship fill out survey about event, what kind it is, etc, gets sent to David, and all related student groups to see if anyone is willing to co-sponsor event.  Not well used, but very effective.
