4. Financial Matters

a. Grants Committee Report: Laura Faulkner ‘10

DAVID LEBOEUF: Because Laura Faulkner is not here today, I will be making the recommendations.  I would like to clarify that I do not participate in voting in the Grants Committee, and that I am only doing this on their behalf because their representative is not here.  None of these recommendations reflect my opinion, which is neutral.  


On behalf of the Grants Committee, I would entertain a motion to allocate $1,200.00 from Quarter 1 to the Equestrian Club to cover their coaching costs.

DAVID LEBOEUF: The club leaders told me in advance that they would be unable to attend tonight due to a prior commitment.  The group has grown, and it is their policy that every one who wants to join can.  However now they do not have enough money in their budget to cover all of their costs.  They need $2,400.00 to operate, the Grants Committee recommended $1,200.00, and suggests that to cover the remaining amount fundraise and cut costs.

DAVID LEBOEUF: On behalf of the Grants Committee, I would entertain a motion to allocate $1,000.00 from Quarter 1 and $1,000.00 from Quarter 3 for a total of $2,000.00 to Model United Nations for registration fees for their Harvard and Yale conferences.
