4. Public Comments: CUSC representatives and students in the gallery

a. Review of Alcohol Policy

IFRAD ISLAM: Jacob Nathan is not here, we will skip forward on the Agenda to number 5.
5. Financial Matters:

a. Grants Committee Report: David LeBoeuf ’12

DAVID LEBOEUF: I would like to clarify that the Treasurer is the advisor of the Grants Committee, and that I didn’t vote on any of these recommendations.  I was present in the Grants Committee meeting where these discussions took place, and I am presenting them because a new chair has yet to be appointed.  On behalf of the Grants Committee I would like to make a motion to allocate $400.00 to Clark Students for Survival International for their Masai People of Kenya performance, with the money coming from Quarter 2



SECOND HAKEEM HINDI

DAVID LEBOEUF: The request is to benefit the Masai people.  The group has found a lot of co-sponsorship and have reduced their initial request from a few weeks ago.  



MOTION PASSED

DAVID LEBOUEF: On behalf of the Grants Committee I would like to make a motion to allocate $500.00 to Management 100 Community Service to purchase materials with the money coming from Quarter 2.



SECOND ALI CANINO

SALIFU KAMARA: Before voting could we better understand how funds are used?

IFRAD ISLAM: I will ask David LeBoeuf to clarify what the funds are for at the beginning of the motion, after which, you can ask for more details during the discussion.
DAVID LEBOUEF: I temporarily withdraw my motion

IFRAD ISLAM: Salifu wasn’t present when we gave the Oath of Office, he needs to take it.
PETER LEWIS: OATH

DAVID LEBOUEF: On behalf of the Grants Committee I would like to make a motion to allocate $500.00 to Management 100 Community Service to purchase materials with the money coming from Quarter 2.



SECOND KELLY WYNVEEN

DAVID LEBOEUF: This is a student group project through a class, Management 100.  They agreed to create a mural with another group.  They have no funding, and the Grants Committee likes to help further community involvement.

LAURA FAULKNER: The project is also open to all students, which is another reason why the Grants Committee saw this as a good opportunity for student involvement.



MOTION PASSED

DAVID LEBOEUF: On behalf of the Grants Committee I would like to make a motion to allocate $1000.00 to the Office of Intercultural Affairs to support the costs of Noche Latina with the money coming from Quarter 2.



SECOND HIMAL JAYASEKARA

DAVID LEBOEUF: OIA asked that the Grant Committee help the event, as Noche Latina is an annual event on campus and this month is Latino Heritage Month. 

KELLY WYNVEEN: $2,000.00 went to OIA last month.

LAURA FAULKNER: This is a very important event on campus to continue.  This year they are bringing an interactive salsa group.  They have also looked for co-sponsorship, not just depending on a special budget request.  

IFRAD ISLAM: Anyone who wants to be added on the Speaker’s List can raise their hand and I will call on them.

SAM RUBIN: What was their first request?

IFRAD ISLAM: Team Hoyt event.



MOTION PASSED

DAVID LEBOEUF: DAVID LEBOUEF: On behalf of the Grants Committee I would like to make a motion to allocate $200.00 to Clark Students for Palestinian Rights for a speaker and a workshop to advocate for Palestinian rights, with the money coming from Quarter 2.



SECOND CHRIS CONROY

DAVID LEBOEUF: After the last time we allocated money to CUSPR for their DAM event, the event was cancelled and the money was returned to Grants Committee.  This workshop is about how to participate in the Palestinian dialogue and how to best advocate.



MOTION PASSED

DAVID LEBOEUF: On behalf of the Grants Committee I would like to make a motion to allocate $160.00 to Variant Dance Troupe for the purchase of storage bins, with the money coming from the Equipment Fund.



SECOND LAURA FAULKNER

DAVID LEBOEUF: Variant came to the Grants Committee with the request to purchase bins for storing their costumes.  This would help with their organization and would let them use their costumes again.  The Grants Committee was very happy with this request because it would let them be more financially sustainable.  



MOTION PASSED

DAVID LEBOEUF: The Grants Committee would like to thank Kelly Wynveen for her contribution to the committee and will miss her.

IFRAD ISLAM: Before we begin with Jacob Nathan, I would like to remind everyone that during Public Comments anyone can speak about any issue.  The current topic that we have brought up is the Alcohol Policy at Clark.

JACOB NATHAN: As part of the Public Entertainment Committee, we would like to see all of the shows in the Grind have a bar.  A big issue is that currently students under 21 cannot attend these events where alcohol is served.  At similar schools, this policy doesn’t exist; they ID for age, put X’s on hands and allow people to drink in a supervised environment.  This would attract people on the weekends when the majority of the social life is not in the UC.  I met with Dean Zelesky on feasibility, and he is pretty enthusiastic.  The policy would help student life, and to be considered needs to cover all bases, compare to other policies and suggestion and now I brought it here to discuss and clarify and hear from the constituents.  After that, it would go to Dean Zelesky who would take it to the other deans, and then it would go to Clark’s lawyers.

IFRAD ISLAM: Just to make sure we’re on the same page, at the meeting with the Provost, did any concerns come up?

SAM RUBIN: What are you looking for CUSC to do?  What is our role, are we drafting the official document?

IFRAD ISLAM: That’s a good question, CUSC hasn’t taken a stand yet.  Jacob Nathan met with Dean Zelesky who is enthusiastic, and after that it is up to CUSC to decide to endorse it, make a statement, etc

CHRIS CONROY: Where would money to get the one-day liquor license come from?

JACOB NATHAN: The liquor license costs $40.00 and would be covered by the student organization that is hosting the event.  Through Student Leadership and Programming, the group can request for funds.  The money for the workshop, not sure, still trying to figure that out; maybe make groups pay to attend, maybe it could be put in the Dean of Students’ budget.

IFRAD ISALM: Want and need students to attend, expect someone to cover fees.

JESSIE SMITH: If you require 2 executive board members to be in attendance, what happens if 2 can’t make it?

JACOB NATHAN: Then I guess that they couldn’t hold the event, someone in the club who is of age and trained needs to be there.  It takes 30-45 days to get the permit, so it takes time to plan and they should be able to plan accordingly.

JESSIE SMITH: Can the E-Board clarify?

HAKEEM HINDI: Is this something that we can send out through our listserv or are we waiting for the E-Board to talk with the Deans first?

IFRAD ISLAM: Its no secret.  Next week we will have a better idea of where the policy is in terms of approval.  Using your listserv or not is up to you.

SAM RUBIN: You didn’t mention this earlier, but anywhere money is being handled, there has to be a police escort.  This would mean a significant increase in the number of requests for police for the Grants Committee.

JACOB NATHAN: I don’t know the exact amount, but the alcohol can’t be served for free, and I don’t know of any way around this.  Either way, the school will want UP.

SAM RUBIN: It’s $160.00 per event, which is not a small cost, PCF would bear the burden.

JACOB NATHAN: This is something that clubs can profit off of.  

IFRAD ISLAM: Even if this policy is approved, groups that want to serve alcohol will still have to jump through hoops, like room set-up costs, training for a liquor license, etc.  It’s a tough process, and this is not making it convenient, but its changing the principle that all can attend.  

JACOB NATHAN: The policy doesn’t specify where the alcohol can be consumed, only served.  There are hoops like state law.  If people break rules, the student organization hosting the event is held responsible.

SALIFU KAMARA: Policy is different for different cultures.  There is a responsibility to engage the audience.  To benefit the school we should have a vision to engage or not.

HIMAL JAYASEKARA: Schools that already have a similar policy in place, how often do they have events?

JACOB NATHAN: The schools listed have events all the time.  The equivalent of PEC almost always have events with alcohol.

HIMAL JAYASEKARA: Is the $45.00 fee inflexible?

JACOB NATHAN: It’s Massachusetts state law.

ALI CANINO: Can we set up a poll for the student body?  If clubs are using SAF money to pay for alcohol, some students may not be comfortable with that.

IFRAD ISLAM: Polling would be a possibility to get data and support.

DAVID LEBOEUF: SAF money cannot be spent in alcohol, if CUSC endorses the policy, we would have to have a review of the Financial Bylaws

IFRAD ISLAM: The way the policy would work, no student organization would be purchasing the alcohol, instead it would be made available to purchase, the only money spent would be on the license.  Dining Services doesn’t charge for alcohol, it’s the individuals who can decide to purchase or not.  

JACOB NATHAN: Only Dining Services can serve alcohol on campus.  However it is an outrageous amount.  To make it less expensive, there would have to be changes made to the contract.  I would recommend changing the bylaws/

IFRAD ISLAM: No one is buying from Dining Services, they would only be serving.  Only consumers buy the drinks, and any extra Dining Services saves for its inventory.

ALI CANINO: If clubs aren’t paying any money or serving, then why do 2 E-board members have to attend training and be there?

JACOB NATHAN: The assumption is that the bylaw would be changed.

CHRIS CONROY: How does the licensing work?  Inventory of alcohol?

IFRAD ISLAM: Dining Services purchases the alcohol wholesale, create the bar, sell drinks to students and any alcohol not consumed Dining Services takes back.  They make no profit off of it.

CHRIS CONROY: Can’t they sell it back at a higher price?

IFRAD ISLAM: Assume they are getting it back.

DAVID LEBOEUF: Contract represent next week.

CHRIS CONROY: Police officer?  What is the consequence of people under the influence under 21?

JACOB NATHAN: That happens already, there are policies in Synergy that deal with substance abuse, this only addresses the age allowed at the event.

LAURA FAULKNER: I think that there are specifics to work out.  Upperclassmen don’t attend campus events because they can’t drink there.  This would encourage off-campus students to be more involved.  Have any issues been raised at other schools?

JACOB NATHAN: There has been no negative response, some are more enforced, some more lax, but none seem to have problems.  If there are problems, then the policy is in place to cover bases.

LAURA HANSEN: has it been seen anywhere that because people over 21 can drink at the event, people underage pre-game more extensively so that they are all on the same level?

JACOB NATHAN: Its not a huge issue, especially with checking IDs and turning away people who are intoxicated.  All serving are trained to know when someone has had too much to drink.  The student organization holding the event is ultimately responsible.

SAM RUBIN: Clark used to have a policy that allowed alcohol.

JACOB NATHAN: There used to be a liquor license for the Grind, but Dean Zelesky said that that was a total impossibility.  For insurance reasons, there would have to be a one-time license every time an event was held.

CHRIS CONROY: What kind of ID would be needed?

JACOB NATHAN: Massachusetts state approved.
IFRAD ISLAM: Good insight from CUSC, my personal goal is to announce a statement by October 28, as a decision will be made by the administration on November 11.  If the policy is approved , we will see events with alcohol this Fall.

JACOB NATHAN: When talking to your constituents, if they have some problems, they should know that this policy won’t be lax and that there has to be some compromising to get this approved.

IFRAD ISLAM: Thanks.

SAM RUBIN: As the Chair of the Major Events Committee, I have to report back to CUSC about the event.  MEC was designed to host a large appeal event in the Fall.  The event was 3 weeks ago on Tuesday, and the artist was State Radio.  There were a few problems; mainly that we pushed the timeline forward.  Usually the event is in mid-October or early November at the latest.  The group that won had 600 votes as opposed to 450 by the runner up, which was The Decemberists.  A change that was made that all of the groups that were in the poll were available for the dates we had asked for, so we were able to go with the students’ first choice.  The date was hard to choose, the next weekend was Family Weekend, so we couldn’t hold the event later in the week.  We had a budget of $40,000.00 and we have $1,000.00 left over.  The money will be transferred back to CUSC at the end of the year.  We sold 550 tickets, about 450 attended, and there were 75 public tickets sold, which is in line with the past.

LAURA HANSEN: As a member of MEC,  I wanted to mention all of the work Sam Rubin did; without him, nothing would have happened.

6. Internal Business:

IFRAD ISLAM: Committee appointments are on the third page.  They are in no way supposed to restrict members, if anyone is interested in working on any initiative, they can.

MOTION PASSED

IFRAD ISLAM: In the Agenda, there are student group assignments.  Each representative is assigned 4 organizations, once a month you should meet with them.  Any organization not listed is because someone on CUSC is a member.  There is a document about reaching out to clubs and what to do, general guidelines, etc.  If you have issues bring them up in public comments.

CARSON STEVENS: I was told by my contact person for Survival International that they have no meetings, only events.

LAURA FAULKNER: That’s because its only him.

IFRAD ISLAM: Then you got lucky, but you should still reach out.

CHRIS CONROY: Can we switch groups?

IFRAD ISLAM: If you really want to, sure, you just need to let me know who you are switching with.

ANDREW YOUNG: What if a group meets Wednesday at 8?

IFRAD ISLAM: Reach out via email

LISA JOHNSON: There are two groups I’m involved in that are listed here, AKOG and Student Advocating.

IFRAD ISLAM: Could you all quickly check?

CHRIS CONROY: Are these all the clubs in the school?

IFRAD ISLAM: All of the ones recognized by CPB.

HIMAL JAYASEKARA: Strength and Toning sessions?

SALIFU KAMARA: Concern is that selection or discretion, informal

HAANEE TYEBALLY: Are we supposed to sit there or just actively participate?

IFRAD ISLAM: What do you mean?

HAANEE TYEBALLY: Sitting there feels awkward.

IFRAD ISLAM: Yes, you can decide how you want to behave in the meetings.  All are open except rehearsals, like Counterpoints, etc.  October is tough, cram it all in, attending meetings are great.  All will report back early November.  Make schedules and stay organized.

CHRIS CONROY: Do we have to stay for the entire meeting?

IFRAD ISLAM: No.

IFRAD ISLAM: Listservs.  Does everyone know what they are?  We covered them in training.  They are a list of all of your constituents’ emails; if you send an email out, you can communicate with all of them.  Everyone has one, the only one that is not set-up is the Junior Class Rep., but the request with ITS has already been placed, so it should be working soon.  Everyone needs to read Bylaw 114 which covers electronic communication.  There are guidelines and a listserv policy issued by ITS, covers what you can and cannot say, etc.  Please check yours and send an email before next meeting.

JESSIE SMITH: Do Off-Campus Reps share? 

IFRAD ISLAM: All have access to it, typically, they trade off on who sends an email.

IFRAD ISLAM: Agenda deadline is Monday at 5 pm; please send your items to me.  If you have any organizational concerns, or about student life, email them to me, and I will include it on the agenda.  If its not on the Agenda, you can still bring it up in public comments.  

ii. Vice-President: Billy Adams ’11

BILLY ADAMS: PCF is monitored by the Organizational Committee, allocations ___.  I met with Dean Darrigrand to speak about the Board of Trustees meeting and the Alcohol Policy.  

iii. Secretary: Laura Hansen ’12

LAURA HANSEN: I met with Walter Wright to discuss extended study spaces open 24 hours.  Everyone received a copy of their office hours, please make sure to attend them.  Email me with any questions.  If you are interested in helping with a compilation of previous Minutes to create an archive, let me know.  Please remember to bring your binders to the meetings, they serve as nametags so people in the gallery can identify you.  Mailboxes are in the office.  If anyone is interested in joining the Food Committee, let me know.  
iv. Treasurer: David LeBoeuf ’12

DAVID LEBOEUF: We had the Treasurer’s Training, about 70% showed up.  There will be a make-up session at 10 am tomorrow in the CUSC Office.  If people cannot make that one, I can schedule a one-on-one meeting later.  Also, I met with Penny Turgeon, the Chief IT officer about the reasons for the quota on printing.  There will be a quota.

HAKEEM HINDI: Freaking grad students.

DAVID LEBOEUF: She showed statistics about printing waste according to their accounts.  She suggested placing more emphasis on using Course Readers.  She is going to talk to faculty and there will be an Open Forum about the issue.  She asked us to reach out to talk to constituents.  ITS says that their budget cannot continue to support spending, and that there should be a fee transferred onto students.  Also, the concern over the environment is big.

IFRAD ISLAM: It’s not as irrational as it may seem.  There is a lot of waste.  This is something that will happen, and we need to have conversations with constituents over what would be an acceptable quota.  In restricting students, we are not agreeing with ITS, but they showed students who printed 27,000 pages a year.

SAM RUBIN: What is the proposed quota and the cost of printing?  What are the details?

DAVID LEBOEUF: I’m not sure, I’m against the quota, but either way we will be looking at the number and talking to faculty, talking to students and looking at the options of course readers vs. Cicada.

ALI CANINIO: When are we going to be discussing this?

DAVID LEBOEUF: Starting now.  This is for the upcoming semester, so we will be moving forward fast.

ALI CANINO: What is this person’s name?

DAVID LEBOEUF: Penny Turgeon

CHRIS CONROY: Are you 90% sure that this will happen?

DAVID LEBOEUF: Yes.  

IFRAD ISLAM: It is for a variety of reasons; the cost of printing, ITS’s budget cannot absorb the full cost.  This is an opportunity cost, the technology fees are different, in paying for one thing, there is a cost in the form of not paying for something else.  

GRAHAM KAPLAN: What is considered waste?   50 pages for a single class?

DAVID LEBOEUF: By waste we mean flyers, personal things, etc.  Putting documents into course readers have legal implications.

GRAHAM KAPLAN: Is it free at the time of printing and then you have to pay for it later?

DAVID LEBOEUF: Yes, it is added onto your bill at the end of the semester.

SAM RUBIN: A course reader is something that everyone has to buy.  If it is online, there is less waste.  This isn’t a change that would increase tuition, it would be directly onto the students.

IFRAD ISLAM: Tuition will increase either way.

LAURA HANSEN: Course Readers shouldn’t be the default option.  That only transfers the cost directly onto students.  At the very least, they should put documents on Cicada and let people decide.  
IFRAD ISLAM: Penny Turgeon thinks that course readers are the solution.

ANGELICA SURRA: Is there a precedent set by other universities?

DAVID LEBOEUF: Yes.

IFRAD ISLAM: Boston College has a cap at 100 pages per student.

ANGELICA SURRA: So does Pittsburg State.

ALI CANINO: Color printers, stuff that Penny Turgeon said, or could we suggest.

DAVID LEBOEUF: That’s what she said.

IFRAD ISLAM: Special fund to fund student resources, cost of printers and printer life uses resources.

HAANEE TYEBALLY: Have they looked at more sustainable ink?  It is not cheap to get course readers, and some people choose to do their readings online.  Maybe the paper use would decrease.

IFRAD ISLAM: It is different among classes.

JESSIE SMITH: Is Penny Turgeon aware that anyone can print without using a card?

KELLY WYNVEEN: Clubs that have no budget would have no way to print.  Also, clubs would begin to request money for printing.

IFRAD ISLAM: Buying new printers isn’t the only thing; ITS cannot absorb the whole cost.  This is a valid concern on their end.

ANGELICA SURRA: Printer life

IFRAD ISLAM: Chicken and egg situation.

DAVID LEBOEUF: I did mention that this is unfair to certain majors; this has a redistributive cost.

LAURA HANSEN: What if they factored in quotas for classes and activities?  Some classes print more, others don’t.  Also, as Secretary, I have o print out Agendas and Minutes.  Even though I use our copier and not printers, it still adds up over time when I have to print originals.  This penalizes people who are involved in activities.  
DAVID LEBOEUF: ITS said that was not possible

LAURA HANSEN: That’s not true.

IFRAD ISLAM: Quota per course.

ANDREW YOUNG: That could create more work-study jobs.

IFRAD ISLAM: Penny Turgeon’s next stop is the faculty to change the culture of classes.  There will be an Open Forum to discuss this with faculty and students.

LAURA HANSEN: Professors have no incentive to keep costs for students down.

SAM RUBIN: Is there a university policy related to how much money can be spent on a course?

IFRAD ISLAM: That is an important question.  David LeBoeuf, could you report back on that.

DAVID LEBOEUF: Finally, I do have some good news.  I got an email from the public information officer of the American University in Cairo, they are restructuring their version of SAF and stumbled across the CUSC website, and he said it was the most transparent document that he has seen in Egypt.

CORY COOSE: Challenging convention even in Egypt.

7. Judiciary Committee: Peter Lewis ‘11

PETER LEWIS: Everyone is acclimated to the Judiciary Committee, we are in the process of reviewing charters.
8. Unfinished Business

IFRAD ISLAM: I will send out an email after this meeting about the committee positions that are not filled.  
9. New Business

IFRAD ISLAM: RLH Safety Committee reported to CUSC about locking room doors, not propping hall doors open and taking Escort.

HIMAL JAYASEKARA: When are they meeting?

IFRAD ISLAM: If you are interested in the Food Committee, talk to Laura Hansen.

ALI CANINIO: Next weekend is Preview Day, Admissions wants clubs to table.

IFRAD ISLAM: We would like at least 2 volunteers from the representatives.  It will be from 1 to 2:30 pm on October 17th.

ALI CANINO: Yes.

ANGELICA SURRA: Yes.

IFRAD ISLAM: October 15th is our first Town Hall Thursday.  There will be coffee and doughnuts.  Everyone in CUSC is required to attend.  It is from 7:30 to 8:30 pm in Lurie, it is for any student to walk in and bring forth issues and talk about student life.  We will talk more about it next week, and are advertising in the Caf and on the TV.  Only excused if you have class.

LAURA HANSEN: I will be meeting with Walter Wright to discuss extended study spaces.  The options that the E-Board discussed were either keeping the UC open past 2, keeping the Library open, or opening up a third location, possibly the Geography building.  WE would have to look at costs for proctors, and possibly activating a swipe system if we used a building not the UC or Library.
SAM RUBIN: Look into swipe system; there is already a swipe box on the Geography building.

LAURA HANSEN: Proctor.

JESSIE SMITH: Extend coffee

LAURA HANSEN: Jazzmans?  The Bistro is open until 2 am.

HAANEE TYEBALLY: Keep Jazzmans and the Bistro open 24 hours.

SAM RUBIN: What about Dana Commons?
LAURA HANSEN: Dana Commons has a lot of technology, also, not many tables, but lots of couches. 
IFRAD ISLAM: There are no reading days this semester.

SAM RUBIN: Is the university looking at this, or is it our job?

IFRAD ISLAM: Walter Wright will come to speak to us next week about this and other issues.  He is  sorry and is willing to take up some of the cost.

JEAN DAO: Cost and speed, the UC is the best option.

LAURA HANSEN: Outlets in the Caf are sparse, we would have to get extension cords from the Info Desk.
GRAHAM KAPLAN: Library is better, no one can study in the AC.

KELLY WYNVEEN: The Library is best because it is where people study anyways.

ANGELICA SURRA: If the Caf is open, we should publicize that.  AS for technology, the Geography building has a tech lab.

JESSIE SMITH: The Geography building is under-staffed
